2010 NORTHEAST/NORTHWEST CARAVAN TOUR

(Rules Of The Road)

1. Both Caravan Tours are Thursday Mornings.

2. All listings must be faxed to the agent coordinator no later than 5pm on the Tuesday before the Tour.  The Tour list will then be compiled and faxed to the individual offices by 2pm on Wednesday.

3. The Tours begin promptly at 9:30am, NO EXCUSES.

*NORTHEAST leaves from the HUNT ERA office on Rte 11 in Cicero*

*NORTHWEST leaves from the HUNT ERA office on Rte 57 in Liverpool*

4. No more than (3) homes on tour from any one Agent/Team per week, per Tour.

5. Each home MUST have a Licensed Agent assigned to it and that agent must participate in the entire Tour. If you have more than (1) home on Tour, it is your responsibility as the Listing Agent to make sure all your homes have an agent assigned.  All assigned agents must see all homes on Tour.

6. If the assigned Agent is not present when the Tour begins, that home will be scratched from the Tour that day.  Time in our profession is a valuable commodity and their isn’t much to go around.  If the assigned Agent is unable to make it to the proper office by 9:30, the Tour will start, and that home will be scratched. (A courtesy call letting the other agents know you will not be able to make it would be greatly appreciated).
7. Eligible Listings: New listings, older listings that have never been on Tour and homes that have been re-listed by another COMPANY.  Once your listing has been on Tour, YOU may not submit it a second time.
8. The Northeast Tour is bordered on the WEST by Henry Clay Boulevard.  On the EAST to Bridgeport.  On the SOUTH to Mattydale.  On the NORTH to Brewerton (Oswego County Line).
9. The Northwest Tour is bordered on the EAST by Henry Clay Boulevard.  On the NORTH by the Oswego County line (preferably no further North than the Village of Phoenix).  County Route 10 (Morgan Road) to County Route 12 will be the Northern most cut off in Oswego County.  On the SOUTH to the Village of Liverpool and on the WEST to the Cayuga County Line.
10. There are no hard and fast rules but common sense and time constraints should prevail.

11.  The critique packets must be delivered to the respective Hunt offices prior to the start of the Tour on Thursday.  Make enough packets for each agent on Tour plus a few extras.
12.  It is mandatory that each car completes a critique sheet listing the number of agents in the car.  The completed sheets will be distributed at the last house on each Tour.
13.  It is understood and agreed that fewer than SEVEN listings will constitute the cancellation of that areas Tour and no more than THIRTEEN listings are to be on any areas Tour.  Of course there are exceptions to every rule. If the Tour gets cancelled you must re-submit your listing for the following week.
14.  All companies will be faxed the weeks Tour list.

15.  Each of us represents our Sellers, use care and discretion in your comments, both written and verbal, you never know if someone is home.

16.  If you, your Builder or your Banker would like to provide lunch for the Tour, contact the Tour coordinator for that month and provide them the details.  Every attempt will be made to accommodate the luncheon and make that listing the last home on the Tour.
17.  The Tour coordinator will have the final authority as to how each weeks Tour is set up.  Putting the Tour together is tedious and time consuming.  No agent is to be belligerent to the Tour coordinator.  This is a volunteer position and done for the benefit of all.
18. Some weeks there are just to few homes to have one or both Tours and often times there are just to many homes to have them all make the Tour that week. Patience and understanding by all is appreciated and all attempts to satisfy your Tour desires for both the Agent and the Seller are considered when formulating and planning the Tour each week.  The sooner you fax the MLS printout to the Tour coordinator, the greater the chance that it will make it on the Tour. If you wait till the last minute the Tour could be full.
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
